Steve has worked here in Clermont County for 7 years, but has 25 years of ex-
perience with the US Department of Agriculture in Montana, New York, and now
Ohio. The Farm Service Agency (FSA) stabilizes farm income, helps farmers
conserve land and water resources, provides credit to new and disadvantaged
farmers and ranchers, and helps farm operations recover from the effects of
natural disasters. Local county offices are set up with a unique system under
which Federal farm programs are administered locally. Farmers that are eligi-
ble for these programs elect a county committee, which reviews county office
operations and makes decisions on how to apply the programs. This grassroots
approach gives farmers a much-needed say in how Federal actions affect their

communities and their individual operations.

Program Overview
Steve and Latham will give a general overview of agriculture in Clermont
County. They will cover soils and their limitations, livestock and crops grown in
the county and why, and touch on government programs. They will also talk
about the availability of local food and some of the challenges that local farm-
ers must overcome. The claimed environmental impacts of agriculture and
what can be done to mitigate them will also be discussed.

Sue Craig was in-
spirational in getting the program started in Clermont County. She traveled the
state for the League and saw a similar program in Northern Ohio. Sue thought
that our high school seniors needed a more practical civic education. And with
the Hamilton County League developed the booklet.

The program has changed over the years. But it has always been presented
at our local high schools. The best way to reach the recent 18 year olds is
through presentations at our local high schools. The two constants are that an
attorney and a member of the League talk with high school students. At differ-
ent times they were joined by naturalized citizens, a business person and mem-
bers of 20/20 program. Today just a member of the Clermont Bar Association
and a League member goes to the schools.

Today our booklet is almost 25 years old. The original was developed by the
Hamilton County League of Women Voters Thanks to Marcia Cohen and Priscilla
O”Donnell the information has been updated. The new and improved version will
be available in early May.
